Parents and other generous adults serving as catechists are the
reason why our Religion Education programs are so effective.

Many of us might feel called to serve as catechists, but do not
feel we have enough knowledge of the faith to teach
effectively. Not true—remember, “God doesn’t call the
equipped, He equips the called.” Our staff, and your fellow
catechists, plus God’s grace, are there for you! Catechists need
training to be effective in the classroom, just like each of us do
in our workplace. We offer training sessions throughout the
year to help catechists know their material and connect with
other teachers. Our staff provides personal support and
individual training for those with less experience. Many
catechists prefer to teach as part of a team. Do you know of
someone you would like to partner with—spouse, child, parent,
friend? We very much welcome these arrangements.

Once again this year, as a way of saying thanks to our
catechists, we are waiving the fee for one child enrolled in our
Faith Formation program if a parent serves as a catechist for
Religion Education Classes (or a stipend if one has no children
in the program.)
