This is an annual diocesan collection for participating 

missionary communities from around the globe who are 

invited by our diocese. This year, Fr. Celestine Byekwaso 

from Kasana-Luweero Diocese in Uganda, Africa, currently 

serving as sacramental minister/pastor at Holy Family Parish 

in Marinette, will speak about his diocese’s mission work. A 

collection for the Missionary Cooperation Plan will follow 

Communion on July 28/29 and all funds collected at our 

parish and the funds collected at all other all diocesan 

churches will be distributed equally to this year’s participating 

plan communities. Please be generous as you are able. 
 

Fr. Celestine writes, “ I am from Kasana-Luweero Diocese in 

Uganda, Africa. I am of seven boys and ten girls born to my 

mom and dad. All my training for the priesthood was in Africa. 

I am the only surviving boy, and I have four sisters. After 

ordination, I taught in the seminary and worked in two parishes 

before I went for post-graduate studies and then to Green Bay 

where I am currently. Kasana-Luweero Diocese is the youngest 

diocese in Uganda, just 21 years since it was created – taken 

from the Metropolitan Archdiocese of Kampala. The diocese 

has close to 700,000 people of whom one third is Catholic. 

Being so young, it still needs a lot of support in all aspects so 

that it may grow and meet the needs of its people. On a positive 

note, the diocese has had ordinations every year ranging from a 

minimum of two to a maximum of nine. We have many 

vocations both to the priesthood and to religious life. We 

already have a minor seminary which needs to be completed by 

building a library, and it needs to improve on the water system 

for the seminarians.”
