Hey there! How are ya? I can’t believe we are already into the third week of Lent. The messages I have been hearing at 
Mass have really begun to settle into my heart and make me think about how I want to change to follow Christ better.  
I am not sure if any of you are on social media—you know Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, or Snapchat—but I am and I 
have observed a number of conversations and memes about the fatal school shooting in Florida. As a Christian and a 
Catholic, I am amazed by the array of different opinions and blaming there is on the different posts surrounding this 
topic. Although I agree this is tragic, and yes, something needs to be done in some way to protect our children, I also 
believe in respect. Jesus often spoke of how to respect others in the scriptures. He told us to love our enemies. He told 
us to love our neighbors as ourselves. He even led by example by standing up for the sinner saying something like 
“those of you who are sinless may cast the first stone.”  
I am not saying that we shouldn’t do anything, but as Aretha Franklin put it—“R-E-S-P-E-C-T, find out what it means to 
me”—is exactly what Jesus did. He told us directly how to respect others. Respecting others is trying to understand 
their point of view, not necessarily having to agree with it, but at least listening and respecting the other ideas and 
thoughts people have. 
I have a friend who teaches, and is prepared to lay down her life for her students if the time comes. She has advocated 
for better security in her schools and written letters to different politicians for help. She hasn’t backed down in what she 
believes, but she also speaks with respect and gives each person the dignity they deserve. If you ask me, the way she 
lives her life is similar to the early martyrs of the Church - standing up for their beliefs. How can we all do that in different 
facets of our life? How can we all be more respectful of others thoughts, actions and spiritualties? How can we respect 
others better in a way that they feel dignified and loved? How do we as a community of believers, begin to break down 
walls and come together to help dignify and respect others just like Jesus taught us?
