It should always be a 
reminder to the congregation and the 
community that there is one God and that 
He is "my fortress and high tower" in the 
words of David. The tower is equipped to 
contain either; three bells, chimes, or 
carillons. However this tower was never 
constructed due to funding.

PENTECOST SUNDAY—Sunday, May 19th  
The Easter Season lasts 50 days ending with Pentecost Sunday, 
hence the name. It celebrates the overwhelming experience of God 
pouring out the spirit upon the first community of those who 
believed Jesus was the Lord and Christ (Acts 2:1-4). It is called the 
birth of the Church or the birth of the church’s mission. The color 
for this day is red, which symbolizes the intense love and fire of 
the Holy Spirit. Consider wearing this color on this day. Also, a 
special prayer, called The Sequence is used on Pentecost after the 
second reading. The Sequence invites the Holy Spirit to come upon 
us to recreate, heal, and forgive and is sung in a hymn form.

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STEWARDSHIP THOUGHT 
Seventh Sunday of Easter 
"I am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the 
beginning and the end."  

(Revelations 22:13} 
 

These words from the last chapter of the Bible 
are a final reminder for us to put God first in 
our lives, in all that we do. Putting God first 
doesn't mean giving until it hurts. It means 
giving until we are filled with joy and 
contentment.
