We presented this information to the Parish Council,  
the Finance Council and the Building and Grounds Committee 
and all were in agreement that this was a worthwhile use for 
the property. So, we find ourselves today presenting this 
information to the rest of our family here at Nativity. Harry 
Macco from Hillcrest Homes will be here this Sunday, 
September 29th at our Annual Parish Meeting to answer any 
questions anyone may have regarding the plans. If additional
