Currently the Ushers try their best  
to clean up after each Mass, and the Church Helpers come 
once a week to clean the candle stands and holy water bowls, 
in addition to recycling the bulletins and attending to pews.  
Let’s make our house inviting by storing the pew cards 
inside the songbooks, with the songbooks stored 
horizontally with the spine facing up. This habit done over 
and over each time you come to Mass will truly help make our 
church inviting for all who enter these doors.
