What is SPECIAL about the number Twenty? 
 
EPH started in June of 1992 with four Green 
Bay area churches and one home – a ministry 
to provide safety, stability, and solutions for 
homeless families.  At our October Board 
meeting, 22 years later, our twentieth church, 
Nativity of Our Lord Parish joined our partnership.    
Historically we tried to maintain a one-to-one relationship 
between the number of families we serve and the number of 
churches/parishes in our partnership.  This was driven by the 
desire to have each church assume responsibility for preparing 
one home for one family.  We added our twentieth home and 
family almost two years ago, twenty years after purchasing 
our first home.   
 Since then we have served 486 families consisting of 1,774 
adults and children. 
Thank YOU for being a partnership church and making a 
difference in the lives of many families.
