Looking Back… 
 
On March 16, 1959, the Diocese of Green Bay purchased ten acres of land from Edward Richter for $24,000 dollars. This would 

become the future site for Nativity of Our Lord Church. 

 

On August 31, 1964, Bishop Stanislaus Bona established Nativity of Our Lord Catholic Parish and appointed Fr. Al Lison as pastor. 

Parishioners from the four parishes of St. Agnes and St. Joseph, Green Bay, and St. Boniface and St. Joseph, DePere, made up the 

new parish. The new parish boundaries were those of the Town of Ashwaubenon. 

 

Over 400 people attended the first meeting of the new parish on September 30, 1964 in Memorial Hall at the Brown County Arena. 

Sunday worship was at the Arena until a new church could be built. The 500 families who formed Nativity Parish in 1964 elected a 

Finance and Building Committee to handle the daily affairs and provide financial assistance for a new church. The first collection in 

October 1964 totaled $348.70. Herb Bomaleski and Ellsworth Vann were elected the first Trustees. 

 

A house was purchased at 2228 South Oneida Street to serve as a rectory and a parish center. Daily Mass was held in the parish 

center. 

 

At the first meeting in September of 1964, the search for excellence in religion education began. A Committee on Education was 

formed and met on October 25, 1964, with Fr. Lison and Fr. Kleiber, the Diocesan Superintendent of Schools, to discuss various 

approaches to Christian formation. In the very early years, religion education was taught in the homes. 

 

On April 11, 1965, a blind vote was taken that determined the choice to build a church and catechetical centers. The Building 

Committee reviewed the architecture of area churches. Several architects were interviewed, and the Committee chose John Tilleman. 

After bidding, the building contract was given to Ed Czech Construction. Ground was broken for the church on July 6, 1966. 

 

To finance the building of the church and hall, the Finance Committee asked all parishioners for a three-year pledge. This, however, 

did not result in sufficient funds. The remaining required amount was loaned to the parish in the form of notes from parishioners in 

the Green Bay Diocese. This raised an additional $100,000. The church was dedicated on December 10, 1967. 

 

Nativity Of Our Lord Church was the first post Vatican II church in the Green Bay area. The new 18,500-square foot building 

consisted of the sanctuary, offices, lounge, kitchen, and hall at a cost of $600,000. 

 

In a Green Bay Press Gazette article on December 17, 1967, Architect John Tilleman is quoted, “The directives of the Ecumenical 

Council have been followed, and the frills of the old Gothic traditions are gone. The church is made of natural materials and are not 

being disguised in any way.” In the same article Fr. Lison, is quoted: “Earthy materials, nothing precious, have been used to show 

strength, integrity and endurance. The windows of plain glass are to show the world in the church and the church in the world, to 

make us aware that we are a part of a total complex of nature and people.” 

 

During this time, a house was purchased at 2236 S. Broadway, adjacent to Cormier School for a religion education center. Another 

center near Valley View School was purchased and remodeled. The children came to the centers from school for instruction. 

 

During the summer of 1965, Gerry Rademacher was hired as the Director of Religion Education, and volunteer teachers were 

trained. In the fall of 1965, 475 children in grades 1-6 attended religion education classes. Nativity broke with tradition when it 

voted not to have a school. 

 

The Sisters of St. Francis at Bay Settlement came in the fall of 1966 to help train lay catechists, teach, be involved in adult 

education, help with preparation of the liturgy, and perform home and hospital visits. From 1966 until the spring of 1970, four or 

five sisters participated in the education program each year. 

 

The times were turbulent during the early years of Nativity Parish. The Civil Rights movement was in full swing. Dr. Martin Luther 

King and Robert Kennedy were assassinated. The Church was adjusting to the Vatican II changes, and the war in Vietnam was 

escalating. 

 

The Second Vatican Council said very clearly that the people of God are the Church. This called for a new level of involvement 

from all people. One of the early invitations to the laity was to form a parish council. Fr. Lison wanted administration of the parish 

to come from the people with limited direction from the pastor. The Parish Council has played a major role in the vision, planning 

and decisions of the parish ever since. 

 

Over the years, the Parish Council has delegated many functions to other commissions and committees. They are continually 

searching for ways to bring meaning to the life of the parishioners and to invite them to more participation. 



As the Village of Ashwaubenon grew, so did Nativity Parish. By the mid 70’s the parish was debt free and had grown from the 

original 500 families to 1,500 families. 

 

In 1977 Fr. Bob Colle, Co-Pastor, died in a fire at the Broadway Center. A quote, taken from the Nativity Parish bulletin on the 

Sunday following his death, sums him up well: “He was a gentle, kind, compassionate, loving friend who picked up the threads of 

many lives where everyone else had dropped them, who revived love in the hearts where everyone else let it die; he had no 

pretensions, no arrogance, no harshness, no bitterness.” 

 

In June, 1983, the Building Inspector for Ashwaubenon reported that the Broadway Center must be closed and the True Lane Center 

should not be used. These facts were presented to the Parish Council who unanimously approved the need for an addition to the 

church. 

 

During the interim, 1983 to 1985, the Parish rented space from Valley View and Pioneer Schools for evening and Saturday morning 

religion education classes. 

 

In 1984 the Parish asked each parishioner to make a three-year pledge to fund a new addition. A $100,000 gift from a parishioner, in 

addition to the sale of the True Lane Center, kicked off this pledge drive. The addition consisted of new offices, 21 classrooms, an 

atrium, and the conversion of the lounge to a chapel. Cost of the addition, including furnishings and resurfacing the parking lot, was 

$1,050,000. 

 

With the addition of classrooms, there was no longer a need for the True Lane Center or the Broadway Center. Both properties were 

sold, and the rectory on Kassner Drive was remodeled to accommodate two priests in a duplex-type residence. 

 

In the early 1990’s, studies showed that the visibility of the altar and choir areas was poor. The studies also showed the need for a 

better sound system. As a result, another building project was begun in 1994. Additional offices, a Religion Education Center, a new 

maintenance area, and Narthex were added. The project also consisted of installing a new sound system, raising the altar, raising the 

Baptismal font for full immersion, and moving the Blessed Sacrament to its own chapel. A new pipe organ was installed in May of 1996. 

 

On July 9, 1995, Bishop Robert Banks dedicated a new altar and ambo. Underneath the ambo is a chamber where the altar stone 

from the old altar was placed. Although the verification papers were lost, the relics contained in the altar stone are those of  

SS. Digna and Jucundinus. 

 

Between 2005 and 2012 a new hearing assistance device was installed allowing people to hear better, air conditioning was installed, 

Bona Hall was remodeled, and the pews were replaced. 

 

Throughout the years, the Parish has been blessed with many dedicated employees. Nativity Parish could not have functioned as 

smoothly without the outstanding volunteers who served and continue to serve as catechists, commission and committee members 

and in a multitude of other volunteer positions. Nativity Parish has been enriched by the work of organizations such as the Women’s 

Guild, the Knights of Columbus, and many other organizations. 

 

Social events have been a big part of Nativity Parish’s history. For many years there was Bingo and a once-a-month social for senior 

citizens. The Women’s Guild holds an annual Christmas Bazaar and Mother and Daughter Banquet, and the Knights of Columbus 

sell Christmas trees and have Pancake and Porkie Breakfasts and are involved in various other projects. 

 

Throughout the years, Nativity Parish has reached out to help others. Members provide meals at homeless shelters, have been 

involved in prison ministry, and contribute to the operation of the Rose Bud Program. For years Nativity Parish, along with churches 

from other denominations, sponsored a Thanksgiving Dinner for people in need or those who would otherwise be alone on 

Thanksgiving Day. 

 

Throughout the years the internal structure of Nativity Parish has changed, sometimes because of budgetary constraints. Nativity 

Parish once offered counseling services. Religion Education and Youth Ministry programs have changed to conform to the times. 

However, Nativity Parish strives to improve with its changes and to provide excellence in all that it does. 

 

The Parish recently completed construction of a bell tower. This bell tower fulfills the original plans that Fr. Lison had for the 

Parish. Along with the bell tower, a prayer garden will be constructed. 

 

Out of the 462 original families on the parish roster in 1964, there are 100 families still members at Nativity of Our Lord Parish.
