The Eucharistic prayer at
the heart of the Mass is a prayer of praise and thanksgiving,
which teaches us something about the order of such prayer.
Praising God is naturally followed by litanies of reasons
flowing from grateful hearts. Our responsorial psalms,
interspersed throughout the Easter Vigil and sung at every
Mass, dance with the opportunity to give praise to the One
who keeps all promises. Alleluia!

FORMS OF PRAYER AND MEDITATION
(rroM BISHOP DAVID RICKEN)
BE A FRIEND OF THE FRIENDS OF JESUS,
THE SAINTS

It is a good idea to have a favorite saint.
Saints are disciples who have lived a
vigorous life of virtue and witness in his or
her own way to the values of the Gospel and
to Our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. Those
who we know are in the Kingdom of God
officially are called saints because the

Sl Church has canonized them. They are each
different from one another in nationality,
language, personality and in their approach
to Christ and to His Father. The saints are friends of Jesus
who now share in eternal life with Him and all in the
Kingdom of Heaven. We do not pray to the saints but we
know they can be our friends and since they are in the
heavenly court they, like the Blessed Mother, can intercede
for us at the throne of God. Consider the following quote
from the Catechism of the Catholic Church:

“The witnesses who have preceded us into the kingdom,
especially those whom the Church recognizes as saints, share
in the living tradition of prayer by the example of their lives,
the transmission of their writings, and their prayer today.
They contemplate God, praise Him and constantly care for
those whom they have left on earth. When they entered into
the joy of their Master; they were ‘put in charge of many
things.’ Their intercession is their most exalted service to
God'’s plan. We can and should ask them to intercede for us
and for the whole world” (CCC, 2683).

Along with our Mother Mary, we remember St. Joseph who
intercedes for us and for the whole world as our protector and
guide. Likewise, a close friend who is a saint, either the saint
you received in the naming part of the ceremony at your
Baptism or Confirmation or a saint with whom you have
become a good friend over the years be reading his or her
biography, can be a tremendous confidant and intercessor for
your struggles and your journey in life. They are friends of
the Church on earth, sometimes called the “Church militant”
as they enjoy the splendor of the Kingdom of Heaven,
“Church triumphant.” There are prayer novenas one can
pray every day in order to stay close to the friends of Jesus.
