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Stewardship Opportunities at Nativity

Please consider answering the call to become involved in one or more aspects of our church
community. You'll find it quite rewarding. We have many needs for volunteers, since we
have many ministries. The following explains in brief what some of these ministries do for

our church community:

Worship

Sacristans The Sacristan attends to and prepares the physical
elements needed for the Mass, e.g. setting up cups, plates, and
other items. If you are hands-on person this is a ministry for you.
Besides handling and washing sacramental vessels and

g communicating with the other liturgical ministries, the Sacristan
~ at Nativity Parish contributes to the mission of our church by
enabling the congregation to experience a climate of hospitality.

Carport Ministers This is similar to the Greeter and Usher in that it attends to those
entering from the parking lot into the Gathering Space. You may physically assist those who
are physically challenged with walkers, crutches, wheelchairs, etc. It may mean helping
those who bring them as well. You are the first and the last person many will see as they
enter and leave church.

Ushers (Ministry of Hospitality) This ministry calls upon someone whose presence,
conversation, and actions speak a genuine desire of hospitality to all who come to worship.
In addition, Ushers assist with the seating of Parishioners prior to Mass, help with
collection, and assist with the Communion Procession. We welcome women, men and all
youth over 12 years of age to this ministry. We especially need ushers at the 5 PM and
8:30 AM Masses. y 9

Stewardship

Picnic Parish members are needed to implement our largest
community-builder and fundraiser. Help is needed in all areas
of the picnic on June 23 and 24 2018.

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Social Concerns

Feed my Starving Children happens in the first week of October; just like what we have
done in the past. We need six people to be rovers, registration,
and greeters/hospitality in a gym filled with energetic people
packing food for overseas starving children.

Teams can work together at
tables together in a friendly competition to pack more than the
other teams.

EPH (Ecumenical Partnership for Housing) Volunteers clean and
fix up the house Nativity takes care of.

Assisted Living/Nursing Home Visitation People in assisted living and nursing homes
welcome visitors to brighten their days. Play cards, help with transport, or just sit and visit.
You will find a lot of loneliness and help dispel it in these homes.

Youth Ministry

Family Camp Team In need of people who are interested in
reaching out to the parish community by planning, promoting,
and putting on different Family Camp events throughout the year.
The goal is to host a family camp in Winter, late Spring, and late
Summer.

Adult Chaperones In need of Virtus trained adults interested in helping out within
different venues of Youth Ministry. This incudes but is not limited to monthly Middle
School and High School events, West Side Youth Ministry events ( i.e. Lock Out, Lock In,
Friday Night Live, etc.), and Summer Trips.

Wednesday Night Parent/Guardian Hospitality In need of different people to
periodically make, serve, and clean up coffee, cocoa, and tea in the lounge and share in
conversation during Faith Formation on Wednesday nights to parents/guardians who
would like to stay at church during classes instead of leaving. There will be no outside cost
as Stephanie will provide the materials.
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Faith Formation

Catechist / Substitutes Virtus trained adults facilitate faith-sharing
dialog. Lesson plans are provided and help with activities. This

Safety Monitors Virtus trained adults help maintain a safe environment for children and
teens in the hallways and ensures security within and outside the building before, during
and after Faith Formation sessions.

Attendance Checkers Virtus trained adults pick up attendance sheets and contact parents
when a child is absent without an excuse. They ring a bell to start and dismiss the classes.
