PRESENTING THE GIFTS OF BREAD AND WINE 
Presenting the gifts at Mass is a special way to participate as we 
celebrate the Eucharist. Often the family who has requested the 
Mass Intention will bring up the gifts to the altar, but this is not 
always the case. Our Ushers are instructed to choose two people 
to do this act if no one informs them; they usually wait five 
minutes before the Mass begins. Since we have begun to accept 
up to five Mass Intentions for each Mass, the family who has 
requested the first Mass Intention will be given the opportunity 
to process to the altar with the Bread and Wine. If the first 
family does not wish to do this then the next family would be 
offered to do it; and so on. Simply notify an Usher 15 minutes 
before Mass begins that your family would like to present the 
gifts at Mass, or call Wayne Efferson (490-1352, ext. 206) at 
the Parish Office during the week.
